5 day ttoc plan- English First Peoples 12
Each day- 
1. Take attendance.
2. Have students take out their Timed Write books.
3. Have students write for 30 minutes on a topic of their choice.  (you can have them pick from the timed writing prompts sheet or think of their own)   This must be written in full sentences.  They must be trying to write the whole time. (no such thing as being done)  It must be a minimum of ¾ page in length.
4. Read one of short stories provided out loud with students. (see list below with links)
5. Have students answer the general short story questions for the story for each day.  They can use the example sheet to see how they need to answer questions with reasons, examples and explanations.
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
