EFP ENRICHMENT PROPOSALS- 

To be worked on when finished in class assignments
A lot of you may find that at different times during the year you have finished the assigned work and have nothing left to do.  When this happens you will be expected to work on enrichment projects. These projects will count towards your grade based on the learning outcomes they demonstrate.  They are a chance to improve your grade.  You must do at least one enrichment project during the course.
Step 1-Come up with an idea. See examples below.
It can be for something on a small or large scale, depending on what you want to do.  It can be on something you would like to learn more about/or are interested in, something you’ve always wanted to do/try, or simply something you are good at doing. It doesn’t have to be directly related to our Humanities class, but it will have to show evidence that you are utilizing skills that are important to know and use properly in English. Ie. reading, writing, grammar, literature study, research, history, current events, etc.

Step 2-Make a plan.  
This plan will have to be written up and then discussed with me for approval.  It will have to include a brief description of what you want to do and how it will make use of various skills related to English 

Step 3- Complete your enrichment project
Step 4- Hand it in to the enrichment project folder for evaluation
Possible ideas-If possible try to use Indigneous themes and issues in your proposals
