LITERARY TERMS GAME BOARD ASSIGNMENT

In this assignment you will be expected to create a literary terms game board.  You can work either individually, in pairs or in a group of 3.  The amount of work involved increases for each additional person.  Your final game boards must include the following elements:  All required question cards per person in your group, a game board, a game box, playing pieces, as well as rules and instructions on how to play the game.  All elements of the game must be created by you, although you can use other games for ideas.  

Specific Requirements

Section A:  Question Cards
You must make question cards for your group that are part of the game you create. Questions can be question and answer, true/false, fill in the blank, multiple choice, Term/definition, Term/example etc.   Each question must be well thought out and answers must be provided on each card.  The questions for the game must be put on cards and included in your game.  You must have a minimum of 75 question cards per person in your group.
Section B:  Rules/Instructions
You must create a detailed list of rules and instructions for how to play the game.  This must include all relevant details, such as age ranges, # of players, description of game pieces, the purpose of the game, how to win etc.  People playing the game should not have to ask the makers for clarification of rules and/or instructions.  These instructions can be placed on the inside of the box or on a separate sheet of paper.  They should be typed and easy to understand.  They should be written in clear concise steps.

Section C: Required elements for the game
You must create/ provide all playing pieces needed for your game.  There should be a list of all playing pieces provided and what is needed to play the game.  This includes items such as the game board, scoring cards, point cards etc.
