1.  a).  Explain your reaction to Cecil’s even tempered acceptance of the practical joking. (Why did he take it?)
b).  If you had been in his position, explain why you would or would not have accepted the joking as Cecil did. 

2.  Decide if you think it is ever right to take the law into your own hands.  Identify 2 situations in which you think it might be right, and explain your reasons.  Identify 2 situations in which you think it is wrong, and 
     explain your reasons.  

3.  Are there any summer jobs that you think you are not suited for and\or would not be willing to take for the summer?  What specific factors might prompt you to quit a summer job even though you could use the money?  What would you really like to do as a summer job?  What would qualify you to be suitable for that  job?

4.  a).  Why is a lumber camp an unlikely setting for Cecil?

     b).  How does Cecil’s physical size affect his character?

     c).  By the end of the story, what is your opinion of Cecil?  Explain.

5.  a). Find 5 words that are used to describe Moose in the story.  Then explain what effect each 
          word has on your view of his character.  (in other words- how does it affect the readers opinion about Moose?)
     b). What are 3 specific details about Cecil that make you sympathize with his situation?  Explain why.
     c).  Are “moose” and “sparrow” appropriate labels for Maddon and Cecil?  Explain why or why not for each one.
6. Identify examples of each the following literary terms in the story:  antagonist, atmosphere, character, climax, complication, internal conflict, external conflict, crisis, direct presentation, dynamic character, exposition, action, round character, setting, static character, stereotyped character, suspense, theme

Persuasive Paragraph Writing-You must choose 2 of the following 3 paragraph choices to write a persuasive paragraph about.  It must follow all the writing steps and must include 3 reasons, 3 examples and 3 explanations.
A. Moose deserved to die.  (agree or disagree in a paragraph)
B. Cecil murdered Moose. (agree or disagree in a paragraph)
C. Mr. Anderson should have made Cecil leave. (agree or disagree in a paragraph)

Assignments
Creative Writing- Choose one of the following choices.  Your writing must following all the writing steps, and should be a minimum of 2 pages single spaced.  For it to be long enough it must fulfill all assignment requirements.  (brainstorming step- should be a list of events to talk about- outline step should be putting these events in an order that makes sense)

A.  Imagine that this story did not contain the last two paragraphs.  Write a diary entry for Cecil on the evening that he safely arrived back in Vancouver after his summer job was over.

B.  Imagine you are either Cecil or Moose.  Write a diary entry explaining what has gone on in the story and how you felt about it.  Explain your actions in the story as well.  (In other words why did you do what you did and how did you feel about it after?)

C.  Pretend you are a talk show host and have heard about this story.  Interview the characters in the story and find out what happened, why people did what they did, and how they feel about what they did.
