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English First Peoples Literary Studies and Composition 10 :  Course Outline
Welcome! English First Peoples Literary Studies and Composition 10 combines two BC English First Peoples 10 courses- Literary Studies and Composition.  Students will explore a range of literary topics to increase their literacy skills, enhance their understanding of the English language, to expand their development as educated global citizens, to develop balance and broaden their understanding of themselves and the world and to develop higher-level thinking and learning skills. This will include development of written communication, in particular essay writing. Elements of creative writing such as slam poetry, oratory, rap, drama, song, graphic novels, and non-fiction may also be explored. As well, elements of new media and digital literacy may be explored.
EFP Writing 10 is designed for students who are interested in writing for a variety of purposes and contexts. This area of choice provides students with opportunities to become better writers through the exploration of personal and cultural identities, memories, stories, and connections to land/place. Within a supportive community, students will work individually and collaboratively to develop their writing skills and create coherent, purposeful, and engaging compositions. This course is grounded in the exploration and application of writing processes, inviting students to express themselves as they experiment with, reflect on, extend, and refine their writing.

EFP Literary Studies 10 is designed for students who are interested in exploring First Peoples literature in a variety of contexts, genres, and media. This area of choice provides students with opportunities to explore personal and cultural identities, histories, stories, and connections to land/place. This course is grounded in the understanding of how texts are historically and culturally constructed. Students will work individually and collaboratively to broaden their understanding of themselves and the world.

In addition the course will work on developing the core competencies, however these aspects will not be graded.
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competency encompasses the knowledge,
skills, processes and dispositions we
assodiate with interactions with others.
Through their communication, students
acquire, develop and transform ideas and
information, and make connections with
others to share their ideas, express their
individuality, further their learning, and get
things done. The communication
competency is fundamental to finding
satisfaction, purpose and joy.

g - The Thinking competency
encompasses the knowledge, skills and
processes we associate with intellectual
development. Itis through their
competency as thinkers that students take
subject-specific concepts and content and
transform them into a new understanding.
Thinking competence includes specific
thinking skills as well as habits of mind,
and metacognitive awareness. These are
used to process information from a variety
of sources, including thoughts and feelings
that arise from the subconscious and

unconscious mind and from embodied
cognition, to create new understandings.

Personal and So

The Personal and
Social competency is the set of abilities that
relate to students' identity in the world,
both as individuals and as members of
their community and society. Personal and
social competency encompasses what
students need to thrive as individuals, to
understand and care about themselves
and others, and to find and achieve their
purposes in the world.




This course is committed to learner centeredness. This means that the student bears a great deal of responsibility to engage him or herself with the material in thoughtful ways, and is expected to participate in learning in both individual work, and in small and large group situations. This course will also place an emphasis on awareness of self and others in equal measure.

Students will encounter texts that address male and females roles, race, racism, social status, interpretations  of “wealth” and “poverty”, violence, sexuality, and sexual orientation (including “two-spiritedness), as these are all aspects of First Peoples’ lived realities and are part of the texts that we will be studying.

Portfolio Assessment and Final Presentations of Learning

Your course work will be evaluated using portfolio assessment and final presentations of learning. Practice work, assignments, presentations, discussions, course work, quizzes and tests will be compiled throughout the year and then assessed as a whole, based on the learning outcomes, to determine your final course mark. Below is a description of the evaluation tools. Assessment will be based on the learning outcomes using performance standards as a guideline. Evaluation of your reading, writing and oral proficiency based on the learning outcomes will determine your final grade. Being that English is a skills based course, you will be expected to practice these skills throughout the course, and improve upon them using feedback, both in verbal and written form. Once you have demonstrated this skills practice, you will then choose various assignments from your portfolio to be evaluated for your final assessment of the learning outcomes.

Formative Assessment (Preparation and practice)- This section will also consist of assignments that allow them to practice and prepare for final evaluation of their skills and abilities. This allows students to practice skills before final evaluation occurs. Formative assessment, self-evaluation and peer editing will be an important component of this section based on performance standards and assignment rubrics. Discussions and oral work are also included. It is essential that students are keeping on top of this practice work, as it will help them achieve the necessary skills and level of writing needed to achieve the learning outcomes.  Criteria based rubrics will be used to help students understand what they need to do to accomplish the learning outcomes.  All of this class work will be used to help students improve before they are assessed for grading (Summative Assessment).  
Summative Assessment (work that represents students demonstration of competency in the learning outcomes of the course)  Summative assessment will take place on work that is completed once students have learned the content and skills necessary to demonstrate their knowledge of learning standards in the classroom.  Summative assessment will be based on the students portfolio or work and their presentations of their learning throughout the course.  This will include various reading/writing/oral assignments, classwork, projects, discussions, group work, and presentations throughout the term.  It will also include any evaluations or tests on students learning and presentations of their learning throughout the course where they will have opportunities to present their learning in a variety of ways.
Overall these assessments will be put into four categories: reading, writing, listening and speaking, which will then be used to calculate their final grade.
Marking Breakdown of Learning outcomes

Assignments, course work, projects and tests will all be used to evaluate achievement of the required learning outcomes of the course. Preparation and practice work will be used primarily for formative assessment and feedback, and are not intended for final evaluation of the learning outcomes. In general reading/writing/oral assignments will be assessed on a 6 point scale, similar to the one used on the provincial exam. Other assignments, course work, projects and tests may be marked using different rubrics or point values, but these will be converted to a 6 point scale for final summative evaluation based specifically on the learning outcomes for the course. These marks, based on the portfolio, will then be used to determine a final grade for the course.

Other things to remember:

Writing process

All students writing assignments must follow the writing process and include evidence of their work, including brainstorming, notes, outlines, rough drafts, editing and of course, their good copy. If these steps are not followed the student may be required to redo the assignment. Given that all aspects of the writing process are part of the learning outcomes for the course, not completing these elements may result in less than satisfactory achievement of course requirements, and could lead to incomplete assessments.

Responsibilities and Expectations

In terms of behavior students are expected to abide by the Charles Hays Code of Conduct.  In terms of cell phones they are only permitted to be used in class for classwork.  Not following these guidelines may result in loss of cell phone privileges in class.   All provincial health regulations regarding COVID-19 apply in the classroom.

Please let me know if you are having difficulties with your studies and arrange for help either during or outside of class time. Students are responsible for catching up on missed work. They should establish one or two people in the class with whom they can find out what they have missed If students are going to be away they should let the teacher know as far in advance as possible. If possible and feasible, work will be given for the time they are away however, there is no guarantee. They may need to catch up on this work when they come back. It should also be made clear that missing too much class time will have a detrimental effect on a students’ chance of success in class. Skipping classes is not acceptable. Assignments/tests missed as a result of this behavior will not be able to be made up and will count as missed work with the same consequences as incomplete work.

Students are expected to hand in whatever they have done for when an assignment is due. The assignment will then be marked based on what is handed in. It is not an option to not submit an assignment. As stated, students will be expected to hand in whatever has been completed at that point. The only exception to this will be if there are valid reasons for the assignment not being handed in by the required time.

In the event that a student has either not submitted an assignment, or the assignment was incomplete when handed in, it is possible for an alternate assignment to be given to students that would allow the student to demonstrate their competency in the required learning outcomes. Alternate assignments may or may not be evaluated on a pass/fail basis. This will depend upon the circumstances and the learning outcomes involved, as well as the reason for why the assignment was incomplete. PLEASE NOTE: Alternate assignments will also have deadlines that will be expected to be followed. If, after being given the chance to do an alternate assignment, the student still does not complete the work assignment they will have to hand in what they have done and be marked accordingly as being incomplete and/or not meeting expectations for the learning outcomes.

Enrichment work:

Students will be expected to work on enrichment activities related to the learning outcomes when they complete classwork.  These assignments will be chosen by the students and should reflect items they need to work on or areas of interest.  Please note that this work is not bonus work, but rather, a chance to improve a student’s learning of course content and skills by having the chance to submit projects/assignments done at a high level of achievement in relation to curricular competencies. These marks would then be added into the overall mark scheme for final evaluation based on the learning outcomes under the curricular competencies.
