ENRICHMENT PROPOSALS

A lot of you may find that at different times during the year you have finished the assigned work and have nothing left to do.  This is an opportunity for you to create enrichment opportunities for yourself and receive marks for your efforts.  To do this follow these instructions and create a proposal for your project.  This mark would not be bonus work, but rather would be counted as part of your grade and therefore if you do well, it would improve your grade.  EVERYONE MUST DO AT LEAST ONE ENRICHMENT PROPOSAL.
Step 1-Come up with an idea. See examples below.
It can be for something on a small or large scale, depending on what you want to do.  It can be on something you would like to learn more about/or are interested in, something you’ve always wanted to do/try, or simply something you are good at doing. It doesn’t have to be directly related to our Humanities class, but it will have to show evidence that you are utilizing skills that are important to know and use properly in English. Ie. reading, writing, grammar, literature study, etc. and/or Social Studies. Ie. Research, history, current events, mapping etc.

Step2-Make a plan.  
This plan will have to be written up and then discussed with me for approval.  It will have to include the following things:
1. A brief Description of what you want to do and how it will make use of various skills related to English 

2.   A timeline for completion

Step 3- Talk to me about your proposal
Step 4- Complete the work and hand it in for evaluation by the due date you have set.
