1) What is the title of the song/poem?
2) What are the words of the song/poem?  

3) Does the title suit the song/poem?  Explain your answer.

4) What is the song/poem about? 
5) What is the theme of the poem?  Explain your answer.

6) How do you know the poem is about this? Give 2 reasons with examples and explanations. 

7) Why do you think the poet wrote this song or poem?

8) What are two things this poem made you think about and why?
9) What is one part of the poem you found interesting and why?
10) What is one part of the poem you didn’t like and why?

11)  Overall did you like or dislike this poem.  Explain 1 reason why.
12) On a scale of 1-10 what would you rank this song/poem ?  Give 2 reasons for your answer.
13) What is one thing that the poet could have done to improve the poem ?  Explain how it would have been improved.
14) Would you recommend this poem to others?  Why or why not?
15)  Find 5 poetic devices in the poem.  Write the line of poetry they are found in, (only as much as necessary to show the device) and explain why it is an example of that device.

16)  Find or think of 5 images this poem makes you think of and explain why.

Choose one of the poems you answered questions about to share, either with the class or a group.(this will be decided later)  You will need to share the answers to your questions with the group.  In addition you must create a visual representation/interpretation of your poem to share.
