Position Statement Sheet for Lady or the Tiger- English 12
INSTRUCTIONS
A position statement is one that you take a position of agreeing or disagreeing with.  For this story you will be asked to formulate an opinion before you read the story and then afterwards, as if you were the author.  For the purpose of this assignment you must take the position that if you agree with the position, that you would always agree, no matter what the circumstances.  If there is even one situation that would cause you to change your position you must disagree.

Before reading the story: 
Agree or disagree with each of these position statements using your own personal opinions and experiences.  Follow the example for writing each answer.

Example of how to write them up:
IF THE STATEMENT WAS:           BOOKS ARE ALWAYS BORING.    agree  or  disagree
If you always think this is true then you would agree.  If you think it is sometimes true but sometimes not true then you would disagree.  You must write up each position statement like the example below.
Example of a proper written reason, example and explanation for this example:
Position statement-

Books are always boring- agree or disagree

Opinion-Point form- 

-books aren’t always boring
Opinion-Sentence form-
I don’t agree that books are always boring.  

Reason- Point form- 

books are entertaining
Reason-Sentence form-   
One reason I think this not true is that sometimes a book can actually be entertaining.  

Example- Point form-

Harry Potter- lots of mysteries to solve, -like finding Voldermort’s Hoarcrux’s
Example-Sentence form-
For example, in a book like Harry Potter, there are lots of mysteries to solve like 





Finding Voldermort’s Hoarcrux’s.

Explanation-Point form
mystery creates suspense- make it entertaining
Explanation:    
Since there are books like these that use mystery to create suspense, which makes them engaging, his shows that not all books are tedious.
Please give your opinions on a separate piece of paper and hand them in when you are finished all.  You must do one written opinion for each statement.  You must include both point form and sentence answers just like in the example given.
1.  Love can overcome any obstacle.
2.  Our fates are predetermined.
3. Jealousy is never a good thing.
4. Power should never be in the hands of only one person.

5. People are too trusting.

Author position statement assignment: (to be done after having read the story)
Now that you have read the story, you must decide whether you think the author of the book agrees or disagrees with each of the statements. For each of the position statements you need to state whether you think the author would agree or disagree.  Once you have decided on the authors position then you will need to complete position statements based on what you think their opinion would be, just as you did for your own opinion.  This should not be done until after you read the story.
