Topic sentence- Rainsford was right to kill General Zaroff.

Reason1- He was a murderer.

Example- He killed people for sport in his game.

Example- General Zaroff was trying to kill Rainsford.

Explanation- Since he would have continued killing, which is wrong, the only way to stop him was to end his life.
