Activity #1- Draw a Map of Ship Trap Island.

a) Make a list of 15 details from the story that could be put on a map 

b) Make a chart listing the detail you are going to include, the quote or description from the story that made you decide to include it, and the page number you got it from. (see example)

Example-. I drew a swamp in the southeast corner of the island because in the story on pg. 76, the general tells Rainsford to “avoid the big swamp in the southeast corner of the island”.  Since the story said the swamp was in the southeast I drew it there.  

e) Edit the sentences for grammar and write a good copy. (editing/good copy)

Activity #2- Create/draw pictures of character(s) or scene(s) from the story.

a) Pick the character(s) and/or scene(s) you want to draw or create. Choose 15 details that you are going to include between all of the pictures of characters and/or scenes you draw. 
b) Make a chart that lists the details you have chosen to include in your pictures, the quote or description from the story that made you choose that detail, and the page number you got it from. (see example)

Example- I drew General Zaroff wearing a suit in the picture, because in the story, on pg. 68, it stated that he was dressed in “evening clothes”.  Since I think of evening clothes as being dressed up, I decided to draw him in a suit, which is more formal than regular clothes.
