How to answer all questions 
Question-  Why do questions need to be answered with a reasons, examples and explanations?

Reason- Questions need to be answered with reasons, examples and explanations so that our answers are convincing.

Example- For example, when we answer questions in this way we provide proof to back up our opinion, as well as explaining how our evidence proves our point.

Explanation- Since providing evidence and an explanation of our reasoning validates our opinion, by showing how it is true, it is obvious that questions need to be answered in this way.
